MUFON takes sighting reports on the international website at
www.mufon.com, then the State Director, Debbie Ziegelmeyer, appoints a MUFON Field In-
vestigator to handle local investigations. All investigations are taken seriously.

Coffee House, usually on the second Monday of the month at 6:30 PM. Meetings are always
open to the public, but the press needs to make an appointment first.
